Chinese Taipei presented a draft proposal for Rules of Procedure for the Northern Committee (Attachment 3). However, since the participants needed further consideration, the discussion of that draft was deferred to the second Northern Committee meeting.

The Chair stated that these matters were already discussed at the Informal Meeting held in Tokyo last September and the preliminary estimate of associated costs was presented as 168,000 us$ (in Annex I of the reference paper). However, this could be an over-estimate and therefore Japan would like to re-calculate it.

9.
The importance of having secretariat’ support was stressed, but the point is to adequately identify how much work or funding is actually required. The Chair supported this and pointed out that one of the most important functions, scientific data processing and compilation were already taken care of under the ISC. It was agreed that the necessary secretarial functions and associated costs would be further considered at the second Northern Committee meeting with more specific data and information produced inter-sessionally by then.

10.
There was a discussion on how to make a Northern Committee contribution. All prefer to pay in one bill in addition to the ordinary Commission contribution.

11.
With regards to the method to calculate Member’s contribution share, the Committee agreed upon Option 2 (Attachment 4).

AGENDA ITEM 3. ADVICE ON CONSERVATION AND MANAGEMENT MEASURES 
3.1   Conservation and management measures for the Northern Area. 

12.
The draft decision was tabled by US delegation as a result of informal discussion among the concerned Members. He noted that this was created to mirror what was decided at the IATTC in June 2005, and essentially asking not to increase total fishing effort for north Pacific Albacore beyond current level as shown in operative paragraph 1.

13.
It was pointed out that according to the rules and procedures Northern Committee only deals with stocks in the north of 20(N. However, it is necessary to include all stock ranges (including between the Equator and 20(N) to make it consistent with the IATTC’s resolution. Thus, it was noted that Northern Committee should call attention of the Commission to this implication of the proposed decision. This draft was agreed upon with revisions including the addition of provisions on the right of small islands developing nations. As a result, the Committee adopted the recommendation (Attachment 5)

In accordance with the summary report adopted at the informal consultation for the Northern Committee of WCPFC, held in Tokyo on September 12-13, 2005, which states, in paragraph 12, as follows:

“It was noted that the Rules of Procedure for the Commission should be applied, mutatis mutandis, to the Northern Committee except for the following rules:

Chinese Taipei proposes that the above-mentioned additional rules for the Rules of Procedure of the Northern Committee are hereby formulated as the following:

· Date: 

The Northern Committee shall hold a regular annual meeting [two months] before the holding of the regular annual session of the WCPFC Commission unless the Northern Committee decides otherwise.

· Venue: 

The venue of the regular annual meetings shall be [……], unless otherwise decided by the Northern Committee.

· Chairman and Vice-Chairman: 

The Northern Committee shall elect a Chairman and a Vice-Chairman from among the members of the Northern Committee, who shall be of different nationalities.

· Provisional agenda: 

The provisional agenda for a regular annual meeting shall be drawn up by the [Chairman] of the Northern Committee, in consultation with the [Executive Director]. 

· Quorum: 

The Chairman may declare a meeting of the Northern Committee open and permit the debate to proceed when at least [two-third] of the members of the Committee are present.

DECISION ON NORTH PACIFIC ALBACORE

The Western and Central Pacific Fisheries Commission (WCPFC),

Observing that the best scientific evidence on North Pacific albacore from the International Scientific Committee for Tuna and Tuna-like Species in the North Pacific Ocean indicates that the species is either fully exploited, or may be experiencing fishing mortality above levels that are sustainable in the long term, and

Recalling further Article 22(4) of the WCPFC Convention that provides for cooperation with the IATTC regarding fish stocks that occur in the convention areas of both organizations and

Recognizing that the Inter-American Tropical Tuna Commission (IATTC) adopted, at its 73rd meeting, conservation and management measures on North Pacific albacore;

Adopts, in accordance with the Article 10 of the WCPFC Convention that:

1. The total level of fishing effort for North Pacific albacore in the Convention Area north of the equator shall not be increased beyond current levels.

2. The Members and Cooperating Non-Members (hereinafter referred to as MCMs) shall take necessary measures to ensure that the level of fishing effort by their vessels fishing for North Pacific albacore in the WCPF Convention Area is not increased beyond current levels;

3. All MCMs shall report all catches of North Pacific albacore to the WCPFC every six months, except for small coastal fisheries which shall be reported on an annual basis. Such data shall be reported to the Commission as soon as possible and no later than one year after the end of the period covered.

4. All MCMs shall report annually to the WCPFC Commission all catches of albacore north of the equator and all fishing effort north of the equator in fisheries directed at albacore. The reports for both catch and fishing effort shall be made by gear type. Catches shall be reported in terms of weight. Fishing effort shall be reported in terms of the most relevant measures for a given gear type, including at a minimum for all gear types, the number of vessel-days fished
.
5. The Northern Committee shall, in coordination with International Scientific Committee for Tuna and Tuna-like Species in the North Pacific Ocean and other scientific bodies conducting scientific reviews of this stock, including the WCPFC Scientific Committee, monitor the status of North Pacific albacore and report to the Commission on the status of the stock at each annual meeting, and make such recommendations to the Commission as may be necessary for their effective conservation.

6. The Commission shall consider future actions with respect to North Pacific albacore based on recommendations of the Northern Committee. 

7. The MCMs shall work to maintain, and as necessary reduce, the level of fishing effort on North Pacific albacore within the Convention Area commensurate with the long-term sustainability of the stock.

8. The WCPFC Executive Director shall communicate this resolution to the IATTC and request that the two Commissions engage in consultations with a view to reaching agreement on a consistent set of conservation and management measures for North Pacific albacore, and specifically, to propose that both Commissions adopt as soon as practicable uniform conservation and management measures and any reporting or other measures needed to ensure compliance with agreed measures.
9. The provisions of paragraph 2 shall not prejudice the legitimate rights and obligations under international law of those small island developing State Members and participating territories in the Convention Area whose current fishing activity for North Pacific albacore is limited, but that have a real interest in, and history of, fishing for the species, that may wish to develop their own fisheries for North Pacific albacore in the future.

10. The provisions of paragraph 9 shall not provide a basis for an increase in fishing effort by fishing vessels owned or operated by interests outside such small island developing State Members or participating territories, unless such fishing is conducted in support of efforts by such Members and territories to develop their own domestic fisheries.

Proposed Memorandum of Understanding between 
The Commission for the Conservation and Management of Highly Migratory Fish Stocks in the Western and Central Pacific Ocean 
and 
The International Scientific Committee for Tuna and Tuna-like Species 
in the North Pacific Ocean 

(November 2005)
Recognizing that, inter alia, the Commission for the Conservation and Management of Highly Migratory Fish Stocks in the Western and Central Pacific Ocean (hereinafter referred to as “the WCPF Commission”): 

•
Adopts measures to ensure long-term sustainability of highly migratory fish stocks in the Convention Area and promote the objective of their optimum utilization; 

•
Ensures that such measures are based on the best scientific evidence available and are designed to maintain or restore stocks at levels capable of producing maximum sustainable yield, as qualified by relevant environmental and economic factors, including the special requirements of developing States in the Convention Area, particularly small island developing States, and taking into account fishing patterns, the interdependence of stocks and any generally recommended international minimum standards, whether subregional, regional, or global; 

•
Assesses the impacts of fishing, other human activities and environmental factors on target stocks, non-target species, and species belonging to the same ecosystem or dependent upon or associated with the target stocks; 

•
Collects and shares, in a timely manner, complete and accurate data concerning fishing activities on, inter alia, vessel position, catch of target and non-target species and fishing effort, as well as information from national and international research programs; 

•
Establishes a committee, which shall be called the Northern Committee, to make recommendations on the implementation of such conservation and management measures as may be adopted by the Commission for the area north of the 20 parallel of north latitude and on the formulation of such measures in respect of stocks which occur mostly in this area; 

•
Enters into administrative and financial arrangements as required to utilize scientific services for the purpose of providing information and advice on the fishery resources covered by its Convention and related matters that may be relevant to the conservation and management of those resources and, in order to carry out its functions in a cost-effective manner, shall, to the greatest extent possible, utilize the services of existing regional organizations and shall consult, as appropriate, with any other fisheries management, technical or scientific organization with expertise in matters related to the work of the Commission; and 

•
Establishes a committee (the Scientific Committee) to ensure that the Commission obtains for its consideration the best scientific information available through review of research results, encouraging and promoting cooperation in scientific research and assessing status of target or non-target stocks of interest. 

Recognizing that the International Scientific Committee for Tuna and Tuna-like Species in the North Pacific (hereinafter referred to as “the ISC”): 

•
Enhances scientific research and cooperation for conservation and rational utilization of the species of tuna and tuna-like fishes which inhabit the North Pacific Ocean during a part or all of their life cycle;

•
Creates the scientific groundwork, if at some point in the future, it is decided to create a multilateral regime for the conservation and rational utilization of these species in this region;

•  Establishes a central database to support the scientific research of the Committee and continues to consider establishing a permanent Secretariat;

•
Establishes subsidiary Working Groups to perform the significant scientific work of the Committee.

The Commission of the WCPFC and the ISC, the Participants to this Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”), have therefore reached the following understanding. 

Part I: Provision of Scientific Advice 

•
The Northern Committee may adopt a request to the ISC for scientific information and advice regarding fish stocks (generally those stocks occurring mostly north of the 20º parallel of north latitude; see Annex 1) for response prior to the next meeting of the Northern Committee. This formal request will be transmitted expeditiously to the ISC. The  Commission will, if requested, provide data necessary for the scientific analysis to be conducted by the ISC. 

•
The ISC will provide requested scientific information and advice in accordance with this MOU one (1) month before the annual meetings of the Northern Committee. ISC will also provide the requested scientific information and advice to the  Commission and the  Scientific Committee. This scientific information and advice will follow the standard presented in Annex 2 for standard (recurring) requests or as mutually agreed upon for special requests (see also Part III below). 

•
The ISC will provide its normal Committees and Working Group reports, prepared under the Rules and Procedures for the Conduct of the ISC Committee and Subsidiary Bodies, including relevant background reports, directly to the Northern Committee, the  Commission, and the Scientific Committee. 

•
ISC scientific information and advice may be presented at the annual meeting of the Northern Committee and Commission by the chair of the ISC, or a designate, and advisors from the ISC Working Groups, as appropriate. The participation costs of the ISC Chair, or designate, and advisers from the ISC Working Groups will be borne by the Member Governments of the ISC Chair and Working Group advisors. 

Part II: Framework for Mutual Cooperation 

Participants to this MOU will: 

•
Encourage reciprocal consultations and regular contacts on matters of common interest regarding scientific research on highly migratory tuna and tuna-like fish resources; 

•
Regularly exchange relevant meeting reports, information, project plans, documents, and publications regarding matters of mutual interest; 

•
Routinely exchange fishery data, in accordance with the rules and procedures for data confidentiality adopted by each organization, to minimize duplicative data collection efforts and enhance fishery monitoring and stock assessment; and 

•
Strive to develop compatible data codes and data standards to facilitate data exchange, to the extent practicable. 

The Commission, including the Northern Committee and Scientific Committee, will be invited to observe the plenary meetings of the ISC and its Working Groups. The ISC will be invited to observe the annual meetings of the Commission and meetings of the Northern Committee and Scientific Committee, as well as other subsidiary bodies, as appropriate. 

Part III: Finance 

•
ISC will provide its normal reports and the reports of its Working Groups, as well as standard (recurring) scientific information and advice, without cost to the Commission. 

•
The Commission will pay, as mutually decided, costs for special scientific advice (see Part I above), particularly those requests requiring the fielding of special data collection or research programs. 

Part IV: General Administrative Arrangements 

•
This MOU becomes effective upon the date of signature of the responsible representatives in both the Commission and ISC. 

•
This MOU may be modified by written consent of both Commission and ISC and signed by the responsible representative in each organization. The modified MOU becomes effective upon the date of signature of both the responsible representatives of the Commission and ISC. 

•
If any dispute should arise between the Commission and ISC on the operation of this MOU, both will make every effort to resolve the dispute themselves, or if necessary, by utilizing a mutually decided arbiter. 

•
Either Commission or ISC may terminate this MOU by providing 30 days written notice to the other of its intention to withdraw from this MOU. Upon termination of the MOU, any funds provided for special, typically non-recurring, scientific advice shall be refunded to the Commission (see Part III above). 

• 
A full review of the terms and operation of the MOU and its Annexes will be conducted as soon as practicable after the first full 12 months of operation following its signature by the  Commission and the ISC and subsequently every three years.
