▪Mean proportion of catch by weight (2020-2022) in WCPFC-CA (SPA south of equator).

▪Other is domestic fisheries of Vietnam, Indonesia and Philippines – includes archipelagic waters.

▪Skipjack and South Pacific albacore - dominated by one fishery, no interaction.

▪Bigeye and yellowfin – mixed fishery interactions.

▪Mixed fishery approach specifies single-stock MPs for SKJ, SPA and BET:

▪An MP only considers the status of a single stock.

▪An MP can set fishing opportunities for multiple fisheries.

▪Avoids spatially overlapping MPs, and avoids fisheries being managed through multiple MPs.

▪Under mixed fishery approach:

▪SKJ MP – P&L, PS, Domestic (other).

▪SPA MP – SLL, Troll.

▪BET MP – TLL.

▪Archipelagic waters excluded from WCPFC MPs.
