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WCPFC SECRETARIAT 
 
According to Paragraph 9 of the WCPFC CMM 2024-01, fishing efforts and the catch of Pacific bluefin 
tuna are compiled based on WCPFC Members' reports, which are annexed in Tables 1 and 2. 
 

9. CCMs shall report to the Executive Director by 15 June each year their fishing effort and <30 
kg and >=30 kg catch levels, by fishery, for the previous 3 years, accounting for all catches, 
including discards. CCMs shall report their annual catch limits and their annual catches of PBF, 
with adequate computation details, to present their implementation for paragraph 5 and 6, 
if the measures and arrangements in the said paragraphs and relevant footnotes applied. The 
Executive Director will compile this information each year into an appropriate format for the 
use of the Northern Committee.

There are currently no aquaculture activities for Pacific Bluefin Tuna (PBF) in Fiji. Fiji does not farm, 

culture, ranch, or undertake any grow-out operations for PBF within its waters or under its national 

fisheries programmes. 

Any occurrence of PBF in Fiji’s fisheries would be considered incidental and non-target catch, rather 

than a directed fishery. Fiji’s offshore tuna fishery is primarily structured around the domestic longline 

fleet, which targets South Pacific albacore as the main commercial species, with yellowfin tuna and 

bigeye tuna also forming important components of the catch.
