In accordance with the Commission Rules of Procedure, the Eleventh Regular Session of the Scientific Committee of the Commission for the Conservation and Management of Highly Migratory Fish stocks in the Western and Central Pacific Ocean (WCPFC-SC11) will be held in Pohnpei, Federated States of Micronesia, 5-13 August 2015. Mr Ludwig Kumoru will serve as the Chair of the SC. The venue of the meeting will be the COM/FSM China Friendship Sport Center, Palikir, Pohnpei State, Federated States of Micronesia.

1) Annual Report – Part 1

Following WCPFC11, an updated template is available at https://www.wcpfc.int/guidelines-procedures-and-regulations (symbol: SC-01). Annual Report Part 1 shall be submitted to the WCPFC Secretariat (BOTH tony.beeching@wcpfc.int and contact.ar@wcpfc.int) by 6 July 2015.
2) Meeting documents 

Titles and preliminary abstracts of meeting documents should be submitted as early as possible but no later than 01 July 2015 (five weeks in advance of the start of SC11). All full papers must be submitted by 18 July 2015 (18 days in advance of the start of SC11). Author(s) should advise which theme and specific agenda item their paper has been prepared for. All papers received will be posted on the SC11 website by 22 July 2015 (two weeks in advance of the start of SC11). All participants will be responsible for downloading their papers and printing them out, should that be desired. Limited printing and photocopying services will be available at the meeting venue.

3) Working and Information Papers

The Chair and Theme Conveners will be responsible for accepting or rejecting a paper, and if accepted, directing the Secretariat to post the paper as either a Working Paper or an Information Paper.

Working Papers (WP):   Papers considered by Theme Conveners and the Chair as a working paper should be directly relevant to a specific agenda item, and will support substantive discussion. Relevant conveners will attach a cover page, assign a unique number and send it to the Secretariat (e.g. WCPFC-SC11-2015/EB-WP-XX).

Information Papers (IP):   Papers considered by Theme Group Conveners and the Chair as an information paper should be of general interest – a supplementary paper circulated for information only – not requiring presentation in the plenary but may be referred to in discussion. Relevant conveners will attach a cover page, assign a unique number and send it to the Secretariat (e.g. WCPFC-SC11-2015/EB-IP-XX)

Funding for Developing Countries and Participating Territories

The Commission will fund the participation (a daily allowance and most direct economical airfare) of one representative from each developing country and participating territory that is a member of the Commission. Formal nominations for participants to receive this support should be submitted to the Secretariat (aaron.nighswander@wcpfc.int) by 5 July 2015 under the signature of their WCPFC Official Contact for qualifying developing countries and participating territories. 

Visa to visit the Federated States of Micronesia

All participants visiting FSM should pass either Honolulu or Guam airport, where you are required to have a US transit visa. Visitors to the Federated States of Micronesia do not require an entry permit for stays up to 30 days; however you must have an onward ticket and a passport valid for at least 120 days.  An entry permit is required for visits longer than 30 days, extendable up to one year.
